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	The Woodhouse Players present Ronald Harwood’s touching, nostalgic and often hilarious portrayal of backstage life for a Shakespearean company touring provincial theatres in war-torn 1940s England.

 

Despite the bombs, the lack of able-bodied actors, and the aging actor-manager “Sir” forgetting his lines and alternating between rage and collapse, the show must go on.  And ensuring that it does is Norman, Sir’s devoted dresser, who spends his time washing Sir’s costumes, reminding him which play he is about to perform and cajoling the increasingly erratic actor onto the stage.

 

Using a mix of comedy, pathos and a cast of strongly-painted characters, The Dresser paints a fond picture of life in a touring rep company, and is a must for anyone who has ever loved theatre.
