Notice to all users (Leytonstone Chapel: Main Hall)

In the interests of the health and safety of all users, please note the following: 

	          ASSEMBLY POINT – the grassed area between the main hall and the road


Hall main entrance foyer area, 

Keep this area clear of all equipment; keep both exits completely clear (inside and outside) at all times; access to fire extinguishers and fire alarm controls must be kept clear

The immediate area outside leading into the garden must be kept clear

Corridors

Corridors must be kept completely clear; no bicycles or prams, no trailing wires

Main Hall

Other than when the hall is in use (e.g.playgroup, theatre productions, ballet,etc), the hall should be clear of all furniture and equipment (except the Playgroup heavy book case, which can be stored against the wall where there is no radiator 

Radiators and radiator guards must be kept completely clear at all times, they should not be used e.g. for hanging clothes to dry (this could burn out the radiators & is not safe).

Loose cables, extension wires, etc, are not permitted

Stage exits

Both stage exits must be kept clear at all times

Side Hall

No clutter should be left in the side rooms (or any other part of the building) – as this is a fire and accident risk. 

Toilets

Both toilets should be kept clear of clutter and any stored items (other than in any cupboards as agreed) 

Car parking

Located at the rear of the premises. Please keep front areas clear for dropping off (and for Mr Musgrave’s vehicles)
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
