The aim of this workshop is to build confidence in text and character development through accessible play.  Duologues will be provided.

These two workshops will explore the basic considerations of directing and give participants the opportunity to develop directing techniques through working in small groups.

Gary Adams (LSGM) Woodhouse member and director, has spent over 30 years working in professional theatre, as an actor, director and writer. He has lectured in performing arts and -freelance - tutored in Voice & Speech, Audition Techniques, Auditions for Drama School Entry and - well - you name it.
